GLOBAL ISSUES:  CITIZENSHIP AND SUSTAINABILITY
TAKE ACTION PROJECT
A Take Action project is required for successful completion of Global Issues.  This project will comprise 20% of the student’s mark.  A successful Take Action project will enable the student to make a difference in his/her own life and in his/her community – be it local, national or global.  Consider the area of inquiry that you are most interested and find an issue within it that you feel you could create a community learning project for. This project will enable the student to become a more mindful, hopeful citizen who appreciates the power of collaboration and who contributes to a more equitable and sustainable world.

General characteristics of Take Action projects:

Projects may be:

· Ongoing over the semester or be long-lasting legacy type

· New projects, or build upon existing initiatives in the school or community

Projects must:

· Teach!!! Inspire!!! Inform!!! (class/community presentations, announcements, videos, films, newsletters, songs, posters, etc.)

· Reflect the student’s interests and be student led
· Be collaborative (working with other students in the course of the school, or with community members)

· Make links between local and global issues

· Involve student inquiry and be supported by research

NOTE:  Projects must NOT be limited to collection of money/items nor limited only to volunteering.
